Food for Thought 
(Questions and Scriptures for further study) 

 
1. One of the responsibilities of the Holy Spirit is to produce the fruit of the 
Spirit in our lives (see Galatians 5:22-23). When we see a list like this we 
can often focus too much on what our part is in producing this fruit instead 
of on God’s part. What insights into your role in fruit bearing do you see in 
this quote? 
   

“I believe there is a reason Paul listed these virtues and moved on. 
They aren’t given to us as goals to pursue. Why? Because you and I 
cannot produce fruit…That’s not our responsibility. The Holy Spirit is 
the producer. We are merely the bearers. The fruit of the Spirit was 
never intended to be a demonstration of our dedication and resolve. It 
is the evidence of our dependency on and sensitivity to the promptings 
of the Spirit.”            Charles Stanley in The Wonderful Spirit-Filled Life
